· Portugal home owners benefit from last minute summer rush 
40 per cent of enquiries sent last month for holidays in Portugal, were for August holiday dates, a further third were for September dates
· Owners of homes in Spain and UK go head to head for most popular summer destination
Spain proved most popular in July, the UK dominated August despite damp weather

· UK, Spain, Canaries, Italy and Florida lead demand for October half term
Demand for holiday home accommodation in October is up 23 per cent year on year

· Family homes appeal for Christmas & New Year breaks
UK, Canaries and Florida top popularity stakes for festive accommodation; also most popular month for accommodation searches in Australia and South Africa

· Ski chalets pray for early powder to support December demand
Austria, Switzerland, Andorra and Bulgaria all have demand spikes for December breaks; little activity beyond thus far, very few deals yet advertised
Autumn is a vital marketing period for owners of holiday homes in winter sun destinations, ski resorts and city break spots, and for many a time to promote special offers for the imminent season and manage guest stays. However, it is also a key time for owners of homes in traditional summer holiday destinations to refresh their proposition for 2011.
