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Get greener at home before taking our holidays away
Holidaymakers are calling for the government and local councils to implement better recycling opportunities in order to reduce the UK’s environmental impact before applying so called ‘eco taxes’ on flights and further price rises on fuel at the pumps. 
The survey of over 600 holidaymakers, conducted by the UK’s leading holiday home website holidaylettings.co.uk, showed 75 per cent of people demanding better recycling facilities at home, compared to just 22 per cent who were prepared to reduce their overseas air travel, when asked how they would improve their personal contribution to countering growing environmental concerns.
