· Family homes appeal for Christmas & New Year breaks
UK, Canaries and Florida top the popularity stakes for festive accommodation; December is also the most popular month for accommodation searches for Australia and South Africa

· Ski chalets pray for early powder to support December demand
Austria, Switzerland, Andorra and Bulgaria all have demand spikes for December breaks; little activity beyond thus far, very few deals yet advertised

“Summer is barely over, the kids barely back in school, but the damp squib that was August in the UK could be responsible for the increase in early demand for October half term,” comments Kate Stinchcombe-Gillies, spokesperson for holidaylettings.co.uk.
